
Cut Bank Area Chamber of Commerce Minutes

July 12th, 2017 Regular Monthly Meeting

Regular Business: The meeting was called to order by President Jeff Billman. The minutes from the June 7th meeting were presented for approval. Don moved to accept the minutes as presented and Ric seconded the motion. Being no further discussion, the minutes were approved.
The financial reports from June 2017 were reviewed.   See attached.

Balances were reported as follows: $12,030.21 Chamber Checking Account; $17.01 Economic Development Checking Account; $3,716.41 Gift Certificate Account; $7,463.99 Buckle Ac-count; Lewis and Clark Committee $1,603.84 (checking) and $16,193.51 (money market).
Ryan updated that all financial accounts have been reconciled from January 2017 to present.  Pat moved to accept the financial report with Michelle seconding the motion and all voting for the motion.
Old Business
Economic Development/Public Drug Update: Amy gave an update on economic development stating that the structural analysis was finalized and the structural upgraded approved as eligible expenses through the EPA. Amy stated that the project will be going out to bid within the next month. A board review of the lack of economic development funds opened a discussion of fundraising possibilities to increase funds. A decision was made to host a prime rib cook off in October with all generated proceeds going towards future economic development projects. Jeff, Matt and Calcie volunteered to chair the event.   
Mercantile Update: Amy updated that the Montana State Historical Preservation Office (SHPO) is concerned about the historical relevance of the Mercantile. Since the MT DEQ is using Federal dollars to abatement and subsequently demolish the building, it is necessary to have SHPO sign off on the project. Amy is working with the MT DEQ and Glacier County to work through this issue.  Amy noted that there are many steps that need to be completed within Glacier County, SHPO, MT DEQ and the Public Drug before demolition can be completed.
Lewis & Clark Festival Update: Ryan noted that volunteers were needed to work the beer booth on Friday and Saturday of Lewis and Clark days. Posters were then passed out to directors to distribute and hang throughout the community. Ryan updated that buttons would be available later in July and asked directors to ask business to participate in button sales.  
Business Appreciation Days: Jeff updated that this year the BBQ's are scheduled for August 7-10 in Sunburst, Valier, Browning and Cut Bank. Jeff reported that he was going to set up a meeting with Nikki Baker at the Cut Bank Seniors Center to discuss the food order. 
Cut Bank Holiday Bazaar: Amy passed out save the date post cards that were mailed to all vendors. The date of the Bazaar has been set for November 4, 2017. Juanita mentioned that planning for the event is under way and vendor forms will be mailed and emailed on August 1st. 
New Business

Shakespeare in the Parks: Juanita updated that the play selected for this year’s Shakespeare in the Parks performance will be You Never Can Tell. The performance will be held on August 25th at the Cut Bank City Park. Juanita mentioned that expenses for this year’s performance would be increased due to the costs of having to feed the performers since the Business Appreciation Days picnic will not be held on the same night. Juanita mentioned that volunteers will be needed to house actors and actresses. 
Hiring of Office Assistant Discussion and Approval: Amy reported that Linda Bruch had given notice that she would be stepping down from her current position. After board discussion Tabitha Furnare was mentioned as a potential candidate for the open position. Jeff made a motion that if Tabitha accepts the offer to hire Tabitha Furnare at $10 an hour for an average of 10 hours a week beginning September 1st. Juanita seconded the motion with all board directors voting in favor of the motion. 
Golf Tournament Dates: Jeff reported that the golf tournament had been scheduled for Sunday, September 17.  The committee had decided to host a 9-hole tournament and were hoping for a total of 16 teams to sign up for the event. Jeff noted that new this year they will be providing designated drivers to all participants. Cost was set at $250 a team and proceeds of the tournament will be designated and discussed further at a later date. Jeff noted that tournament letters will be mailed out mid-August.
