November 7, 2018, Regular Monthly Meeting

Regular Business: The meeting was called to order by President Ric Beals. The minutes from the October 3rd meeting were presented for approval. Jeff Billman moved to accept the minutes as presented and Don Grubb seconded it. Being no further discussion, the minutes were approved.

The financial reports from October 2018 were reviewed.   See attached.

Balances were reported as follows: $2,009.51 Chamber Checking Account; $791.78 Economic Development Checking Account; $1,781.41 Gift Certificate Account; $7,463.99 Buckle Account, 2,503.03 Hi-Line Arts Grant Saving Account.
Ryan reviewed the financial reports with the board of directors. The board discussed the status of the economic development account and Amy stated the once all of the Prime Rib Cook-Off bills were paid as well as the Golf Tournament proceeds will be transferred from the operating account into the economic development account. After further review of the operating costs, Pat made a motion to accept the October financials with Jeff seconding the motion. Being no further discussion, the financials were approved.
Old Business
Mercantile Update: Amy updated that there was no new update on the progress of the Mercantile.  
Public Drug Update: Amy updated that we had received a letter from DTJ Insurance and Realty that our listing was up on its one year mark. After a general board discussion, Jeff made a motion to drop the current listing price for the Public Drug from $150,000 to $125,000 and to re-list the property with DTJ. Ryan seconded the motion. Being no further discussion the motion was approved. 
Prime Rib Cook-Off Recap: Calcie updated that Prime Rib Cook-Off was a great success. While final bills were still coming in for the event, the approximate net profit should be around $3100 and will go towards economic development. The committee was grateful for the directors that came to help with the event and for the prime rib cookers who competed in the event. 
Cut Bank Holiday Bazaar Update: Amy updated the Bazaar was this Saturday and thing were in full swing. She reminded everyone that signed up to volunteer and stated that set up would begin Friday morning.  
Festival of Trees Update: Calcie updated that the Festival of Tree’s planning was coming along. The date of the event will be held on December 8 at the Cut Bank Elk’s Club. A signup sheet for directors to ask businesses for donations was passed around and will be later emailed to directors that were absent. 
Website Advertising Update: Amy updated that Bryan was working on the website advertising and stated that current revenue was down $1200 from last year. 

Parade of Lights & Social Update: Don updated that planning was nearly complete for the 2018 Parade of Lights and Social. Jeff volunteered the Billman’s truck and warehouse for the Chamber float once again this year and float decorating will be Thursday, November 15 at 5:30PM. After some general discussion from the board and recommendations from outside sources it was decided that two prizes will be awarded for this year’s floats. A People’s Choice as well as a Judge’ Choice.  
New Business

Visitor’s Information Center Sidewalk Grant Project: Amy updated that the new sidewalk had been laid and that the grant was 99% complete. With the completion of the project, the Grant will close out as well as the 2017 Make a Difference Day Donation. 
Membership Drive Update: Don updated that memberships were starting to come in. Amy notified the board that renewal letters were mailed out October 31, and the potential membership letters were mailed yesterday. 
Shop Cut Bank Update: Amy updated that the Shop Cut Bank Campaign had begun and that 23 businesses were participating this year. Amy and Erin have already collected the week one entries and have drawn for the first winner. The Shop Cut Bank Campaign will conclude at the end of December.
